GOSPEL LESSON: Luke 12:22-34

2Jesus said to his disciples, “For that reason I tell you, stop worry-
ing about your life, about what you will eat, or about your body,
what you will wear. **Certainly life is more than food, and the body
is more than clothing. **Consider the ravens: They do not sow or
reap; they have no warehouse or barn; and yet God feeds them.
How much more valuable are you than birds! **And who of you by
worrying can add a single moment to his lifespan? **Since you are
not able to do this little thing, why do you worry about the rest?
?’Consider how the wild flowers grow. They do not labor or spin.
But I tell you, not even Solomon in all his glory was dressed like
one of these. “*If this is how God clothes the grass in the field,
which is alive today and tomorrow is thrown into the furnace, how
much more will he clothe you, you of little faith? Do not constant-
ly chase after what you will eat or what you will drink. Do not be
worried about it. **To be sure, the nations of the world chase after
all of these things, but your Father knows that you need them. *'In-
stead, continue to seek the kingdom of God, and all these things
will be added to you. 32Do not be afraid, little flock, because your
Father is pleased to give you the kingdom. **Sell your possessions
and give to the needy. Provide money bags for yourselves that do
not become old, a treasure in the heavens that will not fail, where
no thief comes near and no moth destroys. **For where your treas-
ure is, there your heart will be also.

SERMON: Hebrews 11:1-3, 8-16

Faith is being sure about what we hope for, being convinced about
things we do not see. *For by this faith the ancients were commend-
ed in Scripture.

3By faith we know that the universe was created by God’s word,
so that what is seen did not come from visible things.

By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to go to a place
that he was going to receive as an inheritance, and he left without
knowing where he was going.

’By faith he lived as a stranger in the Promised Land, as if it
did not belong to him, dwelling in tents along with Isaac and Jacob,
who were heirs with him of the same promise. '’For he was looking
forward to the city that has foundations, whose architect and build-
er is God.

By faith Abraham also received the ability to conceive chil-
dren, even though Sarah herself was barren and he was past the
normal age, because he considered him faithful who made the
promise. ’And so from one man, and he as good as dead, descend-
ants were born as numerous as the stars in the sky and as countless
as the sand along the seashore.

B0One by one, all of these died in faith, without having received
the things that were promised, but they saw and welcomed them
from a distance. They confessed that they were strangers and pil-
grims on the earth. “Indeed, people who say things like that make
it clear that they are looking for a land of their own. >And if they
were remembering the land the6y had come from, they would have
had an opportunity to return. °Instead, they were longing for a
better land—a heavenly one. For that reason, God is not ashamed
to be called their God, because he prepared a city for them.

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PERSONAL PREPARATION FOR HOLY COMMUNION

(cf. page 156 in the front of Christian Worship: A Lutheran Hymnal)

Q: What does God tell me about myself in his holy Word?
A: He says that | am a sinner and deserve only his punishment.

Q: What should | do if | am not aware of my sins or am not troubled by them?
A: | should examine myself according to the Ten Commandments and ask how
well | have carried out my responsibilities as a husband or wife or single person,
as a parent or child, an employer or employee, a teacher or student. Have | loved
God with all my heart, gladly heard his Word, and patiently endured affliction?
Have | been disobedient, proud, or unforgiving? Have | been selfish, lazy, envi-
ous, or quarrelsome? Have | lied or deceived, taken something not mine, or given
anyone a bad name? Have | abused my body or permitted indecent thoughts to
linger in my mind? Have | failed to do what is right and good?

Q: When | realize that | have sinned against God and deserve his punishment,
what should | do?
A: | will confess before God all my sins, those which | remember as well as those
of which | am unaware. | will pray to God for his mercy and forgiveness.

Q: How do | receive his gracious forgiveness?
A: His Word assures me that Jesus led a pure and holy life for me and died on the
cross for me to pay the full price for all my sins. Through faith in Jesus, | have
been clothed in my Savior's perfect righteousness and holiness.

Q: What further assurance do | have that Jesus is mine and | am his?
A: In Holy Communion he gives me his body and blood together with the bread
and wine as a truly life-giving food and drink to unite me with him and my fellow
believers. By means of this sacrament, Jesus not only forgives my sins but
sweeps away all my doubts about his love for me, gives me his own strength to
live a God-pleasing life, and grants me a joyful foretaste of heaven.

Q: How can | be sure that | receive all these blessings in the Lord's Supper?
A: | have his own word spoken as his last will and testament on the night before he
died. There he tells me: "Take and eat; this is my body. Drink from it, all of you;
this is my blood which is poured out for you for the forgiveness of sins. Do this in
remembrance of me."

Q: How will | respond to this priceless gift from Jesus?
A: I will daily thank and praise him for his love to me. With his help | will fight temp-
tation, do my best to correct whatever wrongs | have done, and serve him and
those around me with love and good works.

Lord Jesus, with joy and gratitude | now come to your table to receive the precious
food of your life-giving body and blood. May it strengthen me to remain in you as
you remain in me, so that | bear much fruit in devoted service to you and in acts
of kindness to others.
